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About the Conference

Waterlogged/Lowland/wetlands constitute an area
of 15.26 million ha comprising of 4.63 per cent of
the total geographical area of the country. Bihar
is fortunate in having plenty of water resources,
even though many parts of the country are facing
acute shortage of water. Substantial increase in crop
production (up to 5 to 8 times) is possible using a mix
of technological intervention with optimum rainwater
management practices on farming system approach.
The vast stretch of flood plain wetlands in Bihar can be
turned into an agricultural gold mine, if it is managed
effectively and put to appropriate use.

Bihar, with its deep agricultural roots, is home
to a population where about 80 per cent engaged in
farming. Central to its agrarian culture is a unique
produce - Fox Nutor Makhana, a staple for generations.
Remarkably, almost 90 per cent of the world’s
supply of Makhana comes from Bihar, particularly
from the 10 districts of Katihar, Purnea, Supaul,
Saharsa, Darbhanga, Madhubani, Madhepura, Araria.
Kishanganj and Sitamarhi. In the year 2022, Bihar’s
Makhana was awarded a Geographical Indication (GI-
696) tag, officially christening it as ‘Mithila Makhana’
and recognizing its unique regional identity.

Makhana or Fox nut or Gorgon nut (Euryale
ferox Salisb) is an important aquatic cash crop,
belonging to family Nympheaceae. Euryale ferox is
the only species of the genus. The distribution of
this species is limited to the tropical and subtropical
regions of South-East and East Asia. It has adapted to
the tropical climate of India and is found in natural,
wild forms in various parts of North-East and East
India (Assam, Meghalya, and Orissa) and scattered
pockets of central and Northern India (eg. Gorakhpur
and Alwar).

About the BAU, Sabour

Bihar Agricultural University, Sabour is historically
known for being the first ever institute of Agricultural
Education in Eastern India and one of the five oldest
Agricultural Colleges presently existing in the
country. It was initially founded as Bengal Provincial
Agricultural College in 1908. In 1912, when Bihar
was separated from Bengal, the College was re-named
as Bihar Agricultural College.

Vaidehi / Sita) of North Bihar is the principal area of ™,
its present existence, where it is extensively cultivated
considered as a potential aquatic cash crop. Makhana
is best grown in age-old perennial water bodies with a
rich mucky bottom providing nutrients to the plants.
Harvesting and processing of seed is still carried out
by traditional methods.

Makhana is one of the most common dry fruits
utilized by the people due to low fat content, high
contents of carbohydrates, protein and minerals. The
seeds are consumed both as raw and roasted form.
The seeds are sold in market and used as a farinaceous
food. The different dietary components of the seeds
were investigated to assess its nutritional significance.
Edible perisperm constitutes 80 per cent starch. Both
raw and fried Makhana are fairly rich in essential
amino acids and minerals including both macro and
micro-nutrients. A lot of medicinal uses of Makhana
are recommended in the Indian and Chinese system of
medicine.

Over the past decade, Bihar has seen
remarkable increase in the acreage of Makhana
from about 20,000 ha area to 35,224 ha. The land
used for Makhana cultivation almost grew by over
two times from 2012-2013 to 2021-2022. There is a
significant rise in seed production and also greater
surge in pop production has been noticed, which is
more than double. Traditionally, Makhana thrives in
pond ecosystems. This marks a significant milestone,
highlighting Bihar’s evolving and increasingly
prominentrole as a major hub for Makhana cultivation.

Makhana growing districts of Bihar have
immense potential of Makhana cultivation due to
larger extent of water bodies. But lack of high yielding
varieties, improved package and practices, lack of
mechanization in harvesting and processing are the
major constraints for high production and productivity
of wetland/lowland /waterlogged areas.

University has already received accreditation by the
Indian Council of Agricultural Research and has also
been awarded with the ISO 2009:2015 certification.
